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Antique & Classic Boats Showcased at 52nd Detroit Boat Show

The 52nd annual Detroit Boat Show is February 13-21.  Admission to the boat show is $12 for adults; children 12 and under are free with an adult, and seniors over 62 receive free admission on Monday.
